
Press release - include description of event,

date, your aim to raise funds for Rainforest

Concern and email it to your local media.

Free classified adverts - offered by some

newspapers. Read or call for rules and send

early.

Social Media - share your event widely on social

media.

Invitations - to local politicians, community

leaders, VIPs and journalists. 

Huge sign - make and hang over event site two

weeks before event.

Fliers and posters - Post up around the area, ask

if you can leave them in local cafes, the library

and other busy places

Tell your family and friends - Don't forget to ask

your personal network of family and friends to

share
